In 2007 when I dived into songwriting again with a vengence through books, listening, classes, retreats and humiliations at songwriter "showcases", I found technology had made progress and I then engaged the use of Microsoft's "OneNote" from their "Office Suite" to not only write lyrics but also record ideas directly embedded into the page.  When I convert the files now to PDF these audio files (see at the bottom of the Draft) do not play of course. 
Decision time: Do I include these audio drafts along with the lyrics? Why? For what good useful purpose? They are certainly horrible for the most part to listen to - often no lyrics - I'm just singing nonsense words trying to work out a melody or simply making an "audio journal" of a "hook" or something that catches my attention. But the alternative of not including them means they'll be gone and lost forever. And if they help even one person to further their craft in Composition, then it's worth the effort to include them. So for each draft, if there were several audio "takes" I put them in one file and embedded them here in these converted PDF's.  Another reason to include them is I've heard John Lennon's recording of "If I Fell" as he croaked out the melody of this wonderful song - let people see how what seems to be something so dreadful in it's first incubation stage, be brought to maturity as something of value and worthy of one's time and attention to listen. So here they are...
If there is no audio for one of the drafts it means I went on to the next draft only concentrating on lyrics - I probably was done with the song as chords and melody go - it's only the lyrics with which I constantly struggle. I recorded Draft 19 an hour ago just to put the "cap on the bottle" so to speak and wrap up the draft audios of me sitting with a cheap computer microphone (the one's they give you free with a computer in the old days).  I am hoping someone will benefit by seeing, "Wow, this song sound like this yet turned out completely different" and will motivate them to take their own craft to the next level for themselves...
