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These fingerings are used both for their microtonal inflection and their unique aeolian tone.

I found that by depressing the register key and using a lighter air pressure than normal, I could
consistently get a microtonally-inflected major or minor third above the corresponding chalmeau
fingering. The clarino register pitches remain easily accmessible while playing these alternative
pitches- a great deal of dynamic balance between the two pitches is possible.

I decided to include the chalmeau register fingering as a harmonic-diamond notehead so that the
fingering may always be remembered as simply “the diamond note + register key”. That said, the

embouchure still affects the pitch a great deal and the indicated pitches are the desired ones. vv

Trilling the register key allows for a beautiful texture out of which the clarino register can easily
emerge.
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
